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n 7 July 2018, the Nanyang Family of Schools was

deeply saddened by the news of the passing

of Mrs Wee Kim Wee, Singapore’s well-loved
former First Lady and an illustrious alumna of Nanyang
Girls’ High School.

Always humble, gracious and kind, Mrs Wee was the
epitome of the school motto, a4 (Diligence,
Prudence, Respectability and Simplicity). In 2012, the
school was very privileged to have had the opportunity
to interview Mrs Wee, who was then 926. One year older
than her alma mater, she was the most senior alumna to
be featuredin the school’s 95th anniversary publication,
The Nanyang Journey: 95 Stories of Connected Lives.
To be a good mother and a good teacher had always
been the dream of Mrs Wee. She appreciated that her
teachers had taught her well and wanted to do the
same for the next generation of young people. Married
to Mr Wee Kim Wee at 19, Mrs Wee did not fulfill her
childhood dream to be a teacher, but in the eyes of her
children, she was an excellent educator and a great
role model.
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Mrs Wee attended Nanyang from 1933, and share
her children that her alma mater was already a
forward-learning school in the 1930s. She remem
that her school believed strongly in a holistic educ
for girls, and they all did sports, sewing, and civic a

moral education, which were seen to be as important as
academic learning.

The values she learnt in school influenced Mrs Wee
greatly, even when she became a wife and a mother
to seven children. They all remember her as kind and
generous, always giving support to the underprivileged. A
very good cook, Mrs Wee passed her culinary skills to her
children. Nanyang Girls' High School was deeply touched
when the Wee family volunteered to contribute a booth
selling Mrs Wee's signature Peranakan dishes at a large-
scale Homecoming Funfairin 2014 to bring generations of
Nanyang alumni together.

Singapore and the Nanyang Family of Schools will always
remember Mrs Wee for her warmth, compassion and
sincerity. She will always be in our hearts.
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The street children of Phnom Penh have an address they
call home, but it is a neighbourhood where many say is
a slum.

Since December 2014, NSAA made annual trips to the
Cambodia Care Centre for a service learning project.
The mission of the center was simple, to reach out to
street children who might have fallen through the socio-
economic gap. We hope to be of some assistance, be
it food, shelter or education. With the centre being an
established shelter for the displaced families, NSAA
worked to bring some smiles to the faces of those in
difficulties.

This year, NSAA brought in 315 kg of clothes and books
for the centre. We had hoped to chip in the on-going
upgrading works, such as re-tiling of the centre’s floors but
the mixing of the cement and laying of the ftiles required
skilled labour so we were tasked with filing in the gaps
between files. In refrospect, this was exactly what we had
hoped fo do.

| had a chance to spend an hour with a fellow
Singaporean volunteering in Cambodia. She brought
me to two families living near the centre. This was the first
fime | learnt that one actually had to pay to live in a slum.
Rental is priced at USD 25-35 a month, and electricity can
cost this much or more, depending on usage. Water is
cheaper but is unfiltered and stored in an earthen tank.

The first family was a 38 year-old lady with a 16 year-old
son. They had moved info the city from the country in
search of jobs but there was none to be found. She fell
illand had no money for treatment. Without the centre’s
help, she might not have survived. Yet, post recovery, all
she could afford was soy sauce and rice.

The second family was a 60 year-old granny
with two grandsons, one 5 and the

other 11, both small for their
age due to malnutrition.
she could

only make one USD a
day picking rubbish to
support the family,
including her husband
~ who lost his left leg in
a land mine many
years ago.

Their stories are shared because NSAA has built a
relationship with this community through the centre. We
saw their needs and tried to help by distributing milk
powder and daily necessities to some 20 families.

Helping them help themselves

The centre’s main focus was to provide street children with
primary level education, giving them a means to make
their way in life. It also started a cottage industry for the
women in this community to sew their way out of poverty.

The centre fries its best but also sees its share of smiles and
tears. We see a returning student who now serves as its
vice-principal. Yet, we also see a bright young student
who made it into the area’s private school but who had
to dropout in order to support her three younger siblings
and a niece born to her 16 year old older sister who was
raped. This is their reality. Life is stark and choices are
made based on the need to survive.

This story, and the stories of many other street children, is

in strong confrast to the life that | know, making my visit

to the Daughters of Cambodia more poignant. An NGO,

it worked to provide sex workers a sustainable income
alternative, returning to them their dignity. Another NGO

| visited was Friends and Stuff. Being more established, -
it is now managed by Cambodians but their mission as -
a vocational training school for marginalised youths B
remains the same.

The street children of Phnom Penh have an address they
call home, and we try to help where we can.
